Dear Brothers,

The Foundation of Abdulaziz Saud Al-Babtain’s Prize
for Poetic Creativity has taken poetry as its slogan.
This slogan releases man from the limited atmosphere
of the selfishness of the current time to the infinite
space of time; where the poet becomes the voice of all
humanity.

The Foundation wants poetry to surpass all religious
and ethnic obstacles to reach a peaceful world filled
with justice and equality.

We have chosen, in the Foundation’s 12t Session, to
celebrate two great poets; one of them is Khalil Mutran,
the great Arabic poet, who was a Christian Arab and his
Christianity did not separate him from his Arab Islamic
nation. Rather he engaged with them as one of them
and he expressed their ambitions and concerns. In his
poetry, he glorified their religious celebrations and their
sacred symbols.

Mutran, the Lebanese poet, did not let his nationality
separate him from his Arab environment, since he lived
most of his life in Cairo, the capital of Arabism, as one
of its sons. He expressed, through his poetry, about
the Arab concerns and their interests. The second poet
is Mak Dizdar, the Bosnian poet, who witnessed with
Mutran, the torment of the last century. He read several
books about the Inquisition that previously occurred in
this country, however, he realized, through his deep
historical sense, that those fools are short-lived and
those who believe in humanity will remain.

He addresses in his Diwan; “The Stone Sleeper”, the
unfair hatred: “I understand that you are man in a
certain time and place and you live here and now. You
are not aware of time and place, hence we created a
present from the far past that will extend to a further
tomorrow.

It is not founded or based
on financial benefits, and its founder is not
seeking a personal advantage. Rather, he seeks
charitable and volunteer work and promoting
and developing the society are the main aims
beyond the Foundation’s establishment. For
that reason, those dedicated persons from all
over the world, who have realized its aims,
have given it their moral support. This has
therefore, enabled the Foundation to span
its work throughout all the Arab countries
since its early beginnings. As time passed, the
Foundation has become effective and stronger
than before. Each year the Foundation achieves
accomplishments that it is proud of and as a
result, its dreams have become bigger. The
Foundation moves from one achievement to
another like ‘the nomad who carries his tent
from a place to one that is much better without
forgetting his previous one!

There is one great person behind all these
tremendous steps; and that is the owner of
this Foundation. This man is the best example
of those who have wealth but they also realize
that money is more honorable when it is at the
impressments of culture, otherwise it will be a
burden on its owner. He also realized that this
Foundation is destined to serve and raise Arabic
creation, thus it must be a creative Foundation.
