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Al-Babtain Central Library for
Arabic Poetry is the first library that
specializes in the field of Arabic po-
etry in the world. Its exclusivity was a
result of the concerns expressed by its
owner and founder, the poet Abdulaziz
Saud Al-Babtain, who realized that the
world lacked this necessary service
and made it a feature of civilization
and human knowledge and a measure
of progress and prosperity.

The cornerstone was laid on 22
Shawwal, 1422, corresponding to Jan-
uary 6, 2002, and it was inaugurated

on 10 Rabi I, 1427 corresponding to
April 8, 2006. It is located in the heart
of the capital (Kuwait) covering an
area of about 12,000 meters square.

Both the front and rear of the
library’s building was designed in
the form of an open book, to portray
a symbolic objective. It is the first li-
brary in the State of Kuwait that was
constructed using the «Smart Build-
ing» concept. In addition, all the li-
brary’s catalogs are electronic and are
available on any computer located in-
side the library.

Giorgio Pasqua, President of the World Poetry Academy, which
emerged from UNESCO, announced the Board of the Academy
which consists of 50 world leading poets, three of whom have won
the Nobel Prize in Literature.

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Bridging Cultural Gaps Through
the Translation of Poefry

Essay

Recently, I attended an
evening of poetry reading at the
Center for Middle Eastern Stud-
ies, Lund University, Sweden.
Bo Holmberg, an Arabic profes-
sor, and Cecilia Persson, a poet
and writer, discussed and read
samples from their new transla-
tion of poems into Swedish by
the Syrian poet Muhammad al-
Maghut (d. 2006). Earlier, the
language professor and the writ-
er successfully translated poems
of the celebrated Nizar Qabbani
into Swedish. Considering this
cooperative effort, which was
a fruitful blending of the knowledge and skills of a writer and
an academic, these important translations can be interpreted as
significant features among various efforts to bridge the cultural
gaps, both imagined or real. In my opinion, in a western Euro-
pean context of migration, integration and sometimes Islamo-
phobia, the translation of poetry is more linked to a level of eve-
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ryday life of the individual than to politically endorsed projects
of integration concerning jobs or housing.

Certainly, poetry can, paraphrasing the words of the fa-
mous poet Adonis, be revolutionary, but poetry can also be part
of a gentle or gradual process in which the function of poetry is
not only to present, but also to elucidate and interpret that which
is considered unknown or understood as frightening. Hence, to
make known in such eloquent translations as the ones mentioned
above, the poetry of Arab writers to a non-Arab audience in, for
instance, Europe and North America, is part of a general, but
subtle, process of globalization undermining notions concern-
ing the so-called “other” and consequently stereotyped notions
of difference. However, subtle processes of unlocking the un-
known through poetry are also part of local paths of everyday
integration in Sweden. nevertheless, to make the writing of Arab
poets available in Swedish is not necessarily a one-way proc-
ess between the text of the poet and the reader. The availability
also creates a situation in which the text may become a source
of inspiration for local writers as well as for humans in general.
Here, I am referring to the way cultural expressions have always
inspired each other, amalgamated, and generated new forms of,
for example, poetry.

In the recent Arab uprisings, one can add another dimen-
sion concerning the function of poetry. The writings of the Syr-
ian al-Maghut serve as a powerful tool in order to expose a back-
ground to the discontent among Syrians and the desire to attain
dignity and freedom. Al-Maghut’s poetry clearly voices motives
for gloominess and frustration among people living in the re-
pressive country.

In conclusion, it is obvious that poetry, and certainly lit-
erature in general, have significant features on several levels in
global communication. Hence, one can ask the question if po-
etry, excluding more recognized virtues generally ascribed to the
genre, could play a more prominent and distinct role in the proc-
esses of integration, contributing to a multifaceted understand-
ing of culture in which poets like al-Maghut and Qabbani are
natural parts of a cultural scene.

Scandinavian countries have an old tradition of poetry.
In the times of heathenness and early Christianity, the skalds
were highly venerated. They sung about honour and glory, war
and love, and composed wise sayings on how to meet the vicis-
situdes of life. Their poems were handed down through gener-
ations and much of this heritage has
been preserved until today. There
is a clear resemblance between old
Nordic poetry and the Jahiliyya po-
etry of Arabia, which facilitates un-
derstanding between our regions.

Over time, the role of poetry
changed. In the 19th century, the
poets appropriated a new function-
al area, to articulate the visions of
a new and better world and to de-
fend the moral and ethical values of
humanity. The great Swedish poet
and bishop Esaias Tegnér expressed the ideal of his time in
the poem “Det Eviga” — “The Eternal”. The poem, written in
1810, is still known by heart by many Swedes.

There are three eternal things in the world, says Tegnér in
this poem: the True, the Right, and the Beautiful. Truth stands
calmly among axes and swords with her forehead shining; the
Right is like a lily which may be trodden down, yet can never
be uprooted from earth. And Beauty is the poetry we write:

Och dikten ir icke som blommornas doft,
Som firgade bagen i skyar

Det skona, du bildar, ir mera 4n stoft,
Och éldern dess anlet fornyar.

Det skona dr evigt: Med fiken hag

Vi fiska dess guldsand ur tidens vég.

//Poetry is not just the smell of flowers
Or the rainbow in the skies.

The beauty that you create

Is more than the stuff it is made of
And high age renews its face.
Greedily, we fish its golden sand

Out of the wave of time./

Poetry, with its essence of beauty, is the strong weapon
of peace and love; the antidote of evil and violence. Today, it
is as much needed as ever before. The long time global com-
mitment to promote poetry undertaken by the Foundation is
highly praiseworthy and a forum such as this one will give
inspiration to all work dedicated to the dialogue of cultures.

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Personal Life and Education

He is the third of Rashid bin Saeed Al-Maktoum’s four
sons (members of Dubai’s ruling Al-Maktoum family
and descendants of the House of Al-Falasi, of which he
is the tribal leader.)

From the age of four, Sheikh Mohammed was privately
tutored in Arabic and Islamic Studies. In 1955, he began
his formal education at Al-Ahmedia School. At the age
of 10, he moved to Al-Shaab School, and two years later,
he went to Dubai Secondary School.

In 1966, he and his cousin, Sheikh Mohammed bin
Khalifa Al-Maktoum, attended the Bell Educational
Trust’s English Language School in the United Kingdom.

His senior wife is Sheikha Hind bint Maktoum bin Juma
Al-Maktoum, whom he married in 1979. His best-known
junior wife is HRH Princess Haya bint Al-Hussein,
daughter of King Hussein of Jordan and half-sister of
current King Abdullah II of Jordan. they were married
on April 10,2004, and they have one child, a daughter, Al-
Jalila, born in December.

Sheikh Mohammed has a total of 21 children; eight sons
and thirteen daughters.

Al-Maktoum and his children are known to be avid
enthusiasts of traditional Arabic poetry and arts, and have
contributed to aiding developing countries such as Jordan,
Egypt, the Palestinian Authority and Yemen. He also writes
poetry in Nabati (colloquial Arabic.)

They are also sport enthusiasts, especially in equestrain
and camel racing. In the 15th Asian Games in 2006, his son
Rashid won the gold medal in Endurance, while his sons
Rashid, Ahmed, Majid and Hamdan won the gold medal in
team Endurance. His niece Latifa also won a bronze medal
in Show Jumping and his daughter Maitha led the UAE
team in tackwondo .

On January 3, 1995, Sheikh Mohammad bin Rashid Al-
Maktoum signed two decrees that appointed Sheikh
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projects in Dubai including the creation of the Palm Islands
and the luxury Burj Al-Arab Hotel. He also promoted the
construction of Burj Khalifa, which is now the tallest free-
standing structure in the world; its official opening was on
Monday, 4 January 2010.

After roughly a decade of de facto rulership, he became the
Ruler of Dubai on January 4, 2006 upon the death of his
elder brother Sheikh Maktoum bin Rashid Al Maktoum.
He was also nominated by the President of the UAE,
Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al-Nahyan, to be the next Prime
Minister and Vice President of the UAE on January 5,

2006. The members of the UAE Federal National Council

accepted the President’s nomination shortly after.

Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum has been
known for his vast charitable donations. On May 19,
2007, he announced plans to give USD 100 million
to set up the Mohammed bin Rashid Al-Maktoum
Foundation, an educational foundation in the Middle
East, one of the largest charitable donations in history.
Sheikh Mohammed stated that the money was meant

Dialogue purifies language from speech that is low, base, insulting
and nonsensical and it adopts speech, which fosters care and calls
for love and forgiveness, green phrases, the growth of hope and
optimism and hearkens to a life free of crises and disturbances.

Dialogue is an exit from the caves, barbed wires and lands that
have bombed the expanses of freedom, safety and peace so hands
can clasp, eyes can meet, lips can smile, and religions, languages
and races can harmonize in a magnificent human portrait.
If dialogue and poetry are coupled in this forum, then we are
twinned branches from the same tree. This is a meeting that makes
poetry more radiant and closer to the human, the common man as
a universal value that stems from humanity and humanity alone,
and sprouts dialogue’s wings, allowing it to soar with poetry in
the clear skies of hope and concordance.

This is our hope, and may God show us the way.
